Turn Taking Games

You can help your child by playing turn taking games. Try the
following

Building a tower, take turns to put a brick on top
Roll a ball/push a car to each other, say "ready, steady, go!”
Blow bubbles, take turn to blow into the bubble stick
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You can practise turn taking in everyday activities. Try the
following

=  Take turns in putting an item of shopping away in the fridge or
cupboard

=  Take turns to put an item of clothing on (like socks and shoes)

=  Take turns to furn the page of a book at story time
